DISTRICT OF INVERMERE
BYLAW NO. 1592, 2020
A bylaw to amend the Zoning Bylaw 1145, 2002.


WHEREAS pursuant to the Local Government Act, Council may, in a zoning bylaw, divide the municipality into zones and regulate within a zone the use of the land, buildings and structures;
AND WHEREAS the Council deems it desirable to amend Bylaw No. 1145, cited as "the District of Invermere Zoning Bylaw No. 1145, 2002”;
NOW THEREFORE the Council of the District of Invermere, in open meeting assembled, enacts as follows:
1. THAT this Bylaw may be cited for all purposes as "Zoning Amendment Bylaw No. 1592, 2020

2. As per the attached Schedule “A:” The official zoning Map referred to in section 5.2 of Bylaw 1145 as schedule “B” is amended by changing the designation of the following lands from R-1 SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL to CDZ- 5: ORCHARD.

3. That the following zone, Comprehensive Development Zone 5: Orchard, be added to Zoning Bylaw 1145, 2002.

OCP Designation:	Multi family Residential (Medium Density)

This zone is intended to accommodate and regulate the residential development of LOT 1, DISTRICT LOT 1092, KOOTENAY DISTRICT PLAN 4727 based on a comprehensive development plan.    
 
Comprehensive Development Five Zone: CDZ‐5
OCP Designation: Multi‐Family Residential (Medium Density)

The purpose of the CDZ‐5 – Comprehensive Development Five zone is to provide for infill residential development. The intent is to create a mix of single family and two‐family units that complement the surrounding community. Development is to be of high‐ quality design and in scale and harmony with the character of the surrounding community.
(1) Permitted Uses:

(a) Single family dwelling;
(b) Two‐family dwelling;
(c) Uses permitted under Section 3.3 of Bylaw 1145, 2002


(2) Accessory Uses
(a) Home based business;
(b) Other uses, buildings and structures accessory to a permitted use.

(3) Regulations
In the CDZ‐5 zone, no building or structure may be constructed or placed and no plan of subdivision approved which contravenes the regulations contained in the table below. Column 1 identifies the matter to be regulated. Column 2 establishes the regulations.

(4) Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 3, the following regulations shall apply in the CDZ‐ 5 Zone. Subject to such building regulations as may be applicable, the following features may project into yard requirements as specified above:

(5) Other Regulations

(a) Development site plan shall be consistent with Schedule “B” Site Plan, Bylaw 1592, 2020 CDZ-5: Orchard. 
(b) All persons carrying out a permitted use in the CDZ‐5 zone shall comply with the relevant provisions of Sections 3 and 4 of this Bylaw.
(c) No person shall use or permit the use of any portion of a parcel in the CDZ‐5 zone for the wrecking and repair of vehicles nor for the storage of derelict vehicles.
(c) Secondary suites are not permitted in the CDZ‐5 zone.

4. AND THAT the Mayor and Chief Administrative Officer are hereby empowered to do all things necessary to give effect to this Bylaw.
